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It is claimed that every linguistic construct in a symbolic language, whether it is a Natural Language or a Programming Language, has both a semantic meaning , an abstract linguistic value and a physical representation.

This basic understanding enables the formalization of almost all Programming Language  common features in a way that is very close to actual programming practices.

After showing the formalization in this way of many programming features, it is easy to see how both Denotational and Operational Semantics fall into the general scheme.
